o BUILDING PERMITS: THINKING ABOUT A BUILDING PROJECT? 
o “Busy Season” is here!!! If you know you’re going to be doing a project this summer, NOW is 

a great time to submit your building permit & plans so you’re not waiting for it to process 
before starting your project.  

o Summer waits can be up to two weeks. Permits are good for 1 year from issued date. 
Submitting now will help you get started on time.  
 

o SOLICITORS 
o It is REQUIRED that all companies fill out an application and get approval from the City 

before going door-to-door. Approved solicitors will have a card with the City Logo. 
Please feel free to ask a solicitor to see their permit, if they cannot present one please 
feel free to call the NON-emergency Sherrif’s office number.
